Recipient of the 2004 National Medal of Science
Professor of Economics (Emeritus), Stanford University
Kenneth Joseph Arrow (born August 23, 1921) is an American economist and joint winner of the Nobel Memorial Prize in Economics with John Hicks in 1972. To date, he is the youngest person to receive this award, at 51. In economics, he is considered as one of the founders of modern (i.e. post-World War II) neo-classical economic theory. Many of his former graduate students have gone on to win the Nobel Memorial Prize themselves.

His most significant works are his contributions to social choice theory, notably "Arrow's impossibility theorem", and his work on general equilibrium analysis. He has also provided foundational work in many other areas of economics, including endogenous growth theory and the economics of information.

He graduated from Townsend Harris High School and then earned a Bachelor's degree from the City College of New York in 1940. At Columbia University, he received a Master's degree in 1941. From 1946 to 1949 he spent his time partly as a graduate student at Columbia and partly as a research associate at the Cowles Commission for Research in Economics at the University of Chicago. During that time he also held the rank of Assistant Professor in Economics at the University of Chicago. In 1951 he earned his Ph.D. from Columbia. He is currently the Joan Kenney Professor of Economics and Professor of Operations Research, Emeritus at Stanford University. He was one of the recipients of the 2004 National Medal of Science, the nation's highest scientific honor, presented by President George W. Bush for his contributions to research on the problem of making decisions using imperfect information and his research on bearing risk. He is also a founding member of the Pontifical Academy of Social Sciences. Ken Arrow's impact on the economics profession has been tremendous. For more than fifty years he has been one of the most listened to of all practicing economists.

He is a trustee of the Economists for Peace and Security. He was a convening lead author for the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change.

President and Vice Chancellor of The Chinese University of Hong Kong
Ralph and Claire Landau Professor of Economics
Professor Lawrence J. Lau has been serving as Vice-Chancellor (President) of The Chinese University of Hong Kong since 1 July 2004. Born on the mainland of China in 1944, Professor Lau received his primary and secondary schooling at St Paul's Co-educational College in Hong Kong. He furthered his studies in the United States, graduating with a B.S. (with Great Distinction) in Physics and Economics from Stanford University in 1964, and receiving his M.A. and Ph.D. degrees in Economics from the University of California at Berkeley in 1966 and 1969 respectively. He joined the faculty of the Department of Economics at Stanford University in 1966, becoming Professor of Economics in 1976 and the first Kwoh-Ting Li Professor in Economic Development at Stanford University in 1992. From 1992 to 1996, he served as a Co-Director of the Asia-Pacific Research Center at Stanford University, and from 1997 to 1999, as the Director of the Stanford Institute for Economic Policy Research. He became Kwoh-Ting Li Professor in Economic Development, Emeritus, at Stanford University in 2006. Professor Lau is concurrently Ralph and Claire Landau Professor of Economics at The Chinese University of Hong Kong. 

Professor Lau specializes in economic development, economic growth, and the economies of East Asia, including that of China. In 1966, he developed one of the first econometric models of China, which he has continued to revise and update ever since. He has authored, co-authored, or edited five books and published more than 160 articles and notes in professional journals. 

He is a Member of Phi Beta Kappa and Tau Beta Pi, a Fellow of the Econometric Society, an Academician of Academia Sinica, a Member of the Conference for Research in Income and Wealth, an Overseas Fellow of Churchill College, the University of Cambridge, an Honorary Academician of the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences and an Academician of the International Eurasian Academy of Sciences. Professor Lau was awarded the degree of Doctor of Social Sciences, honoris causa, by the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology in 1999. In 2007, he was conferred the degrees of Doctor, honoris causa, by Soka University and Doctor of Laws, honoris causa, by Waseda University. 

Professor Lau has been rendering academic and professional services to a large number of institutions. He is an Honorary Research Fellow of the Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences, and an Honorary Professor of the Institute of Systems Science at the Chinese Academy of Sciences, Jilin University, Nanjing University, Remin University of China, Shantou University, Southeast University and the School of Economics and Management, Tsinghua University. He currently serves as Vice-President of the China Science Center of the International Eurasian Academy of Sciences and Vice-Chairman of the China Society for Finance and Banking. He is also an International Adviser to the National Bureau of Statistics on the mainland, and a member of the Board of Directors of the Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation for International Scholarly Exchange, Taipei.

A member of the 11th National Committee of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference, Professor Lau also serves the local community as a member of the HKSAR Government’s Commission on Strategic Development, the Advisory Committee on Corruption of the Independent Commission Against Corruption, the Steering Committee on Innovation and Technology, the Exchange Fund Advisory Committee and its Governance Sub-Committee and Currency Board Sub-Committee, and the Honours Committee. He was appointed a Justice of the Peace in July 2007. He also serves on the Boards of Directors of the Hong Kong Science and Technology Parks Corporation and the CNOOC Limited in Hong Kong, as well as those of the Far EasTone Telecommunications Co. Ltd. and the Shin Kong Financial Holding Corporation in Taiwan, and the US-based Achievo Corporation.

Cherie Liem is the Chair of Three on the Bund and the Executive director of GITI Group, a diversified group with real estate development, manufacturing and consumer lifestyle presence in China and Southeast Asia, partnering with world-renowned brands throughout the Asia Pacific region. The tire manufacturing business is a leader in the region, and their companies have variously won the 2006 Best Employer of Asia award by Hewitt Survey, Best Managed Company in Indonesia by Euromoney, and AIA and Heritage Awards in China and Singapore for developments.

Cherie Liem earlier worked as a research associate at the Harvard Business School and was Director of East-West Bank in California. She published an award-winning book on an American-Chinese Architect, and was among the co-authors of a book published by the World Economic Forum. 

She serves on the International and China Advisory Boards for Columbia University and MIT Sloan School of the Management respectively, on the China Disabled Persons Foundation Board, China’s largest foundation, and is among the founding members of the Global Philanthropic Circle with Synergos Institute in New York. Ms Liem spearheaded initiatives for HIV/AIDS awareness in Indonesia for the GT organization which won awards from UNAIDS and International Labor Organization. She is also a frequent organizer of international and education forums including THREE Talk and Patrons of THREE philosophy at THREE ON THE BUND. Cherie Liem is a recipient of Baiyulan Award from the Shanghai government. She was also awarded the Young Global Leader by the World Economic Forum. 

She received her Bachelor in Engineering Science and Economics from Oxford University, and her Master’s in Business Administration from Columbia Business School.
